Grades will be assigned as follows:   

  90% - A       87.5% - B+        80% - B        77.5% - C+       70% - C          60% - D       60% - F

Example:  An 89.9 is a B+ with the exception of students having 2 or fewer unexcused absences.  I will round grades upward for students having 2 or fewer unexcused absences.

EXAMS:

Exams will be a combination of multiple choice and problem questions.  All exams must be taken at the scheduled time.  If you must miss an exam, you are required to consult with me before the scheduled exam time.  If no prior arrangement is made, the missed exam will be counted as a zero.  

QUIZZES: 

Four quizzes will be given during the semester.  A missed quiz will be counted a zero. Quizzes are worth 4% each.  The grades from the top 3 of the 4 quizzes given will be used to calculate the maximum total % out of the 12% possible.

HOMEWORK:
Homework will be assigned periodically throughout the semester and is designed to help you master the material.  Homework assignments will help you prepare for the exams.  Most homework will be reviewed in class but not collected.  One major homework assignment will be collected and graded.
CLASS ATTENDANCE AND PUNCTUALITY:
Students must attend 75% of all meetings in order to receive credit for this course.  Tardy students must take time after class to have the roll changed in order to be counted present.  This must be done on the same day.  Class will begin promptly at the stated time.  Tardiness is a disruption to the class.  It is your responsibility to keep up with your number of absences.  If a student misses a day of class, it is his/her responsibility to find out what was missed, and to get copies of handouts or assignments that were passed out on that day.  As stated earlier, only students having 2 or fewer unexcused absences can have grades rounded upward.

FOOD AND DRINKS:

Food and drinks are not allowed in the classroom other than water.

GRADE REQUIREMENTS:

Students must receive a grade of C or better in any lower level (freshman or sophomore) core business class that is a pre-requisite for another business class in order to be eligible for admission the Hankamer School of Business.  These classes are BUS 1301, ISY 1305, ACC 2303, ACC 2304, Eco 2306, ECO 2307, QBA 2302, and QBA 2305.

COURSE CREDIT:

University guidelines stipulate that a student MAY NOT earn course credit for both Economics 2306 and Economics 1305.  If you have already taken Economics 1305, you may not earn course credit for this class.  Please see your academic advisor or the chair of the Department of Economics in this situation.
